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BULGARIAN PRESS IN BRAILA UNTIL THE LIBERATION

Braila is the third most important center of Bulgarian journalism till the Liberation.
The paper concerns an attempt to clarify the preconditions for press development in
Wallachian town during the epoch of Bulgarian Renaissance. On the basis of a critical
analysis of all known documentary information, the number of Bulgarian newspapers
and magazines published in Braila has been specified. Special attention has been as-
signed to a new discussion on the established scheme in scientific publications con-
cerning the typology of Renaissance press. Following the example of the newspapers
,Bulgarska pchela® (Bulgarian bee), ,Dunavska zora“ (Danubian dawn), ,Duma na
bulgarskite emigrant* (Word of the Bulgarian emigrants) and , Vuzrajdane* (Renais-
sance), the demand for new criteria, devoid from any ideological valuation for the role
of separate editions in the life of Bulgarians during the third quarter of 19. Cent., have
been justified.
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
