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THE BULGARIAN NATIONAL REVIVAL PERIODICAL PRESS - ON THE TOPIC OF THE
DEMOGRAPHIC DEVELOPMENT OF PLOVDIV SANJAK /DISTRICT/ IN THE 19TH CENTURY

The article differentiates the major problems in relation to the demographic de-
velopment of Plovdiv sandjak in XIX century (in its formation at the end of 40 years of
the century until the Liberation in 1878), which contains information in Bulgarian Re-
vival periodicals. For this purpose the article traces the currents of some of the most
prestigious Bulgarian newspapers and magazines from that era, issued both within the
Ottoman Empire (mostly in the capital Constantinople) and outside its borders. These
publications contain interesting information on the number and territorial distribution
of the local population and demographic processes influencing its dynamics - espe-
cially for the mechanical movement (migration) of the residents of studies region.
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
