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Media interest in Midhat Pasha dates from the second half of the 50's of the
nineteenth century and from the end of 60's until his death in 1884, he is one of the
most discussed figures in the pages of local and European press. Its activities fall
within the sight of the Bulgarian Revival newspapers which consistently reflect his
attempts to change the Empire, but the tone and vocabulary used are driven by the
ideological positions and the specific tasks of the editions. Bulgarian newspapers are
interested in his missions in 1857, in the reforms carried out in Nis Eyalet and the
experimental vilayet of the Danube. His name appears in their pages in regards to his
project to merge the Bulgarian and Turkish schools, the incident of the Austrian ship
"Germany", the defeat of the rebels in 1867 and 1868. Largely reflected are his ap-
pointment as Grand Vizier in 1872, his fall from office, his activities in the inconstant
year of 1876 and the political process against him in 1881.
