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THE CONSTITUENT ASSEMBLY ON THE PAGES OF THE , BULGARIAN“ NEWSPAPER

Six months after the Russo-Turkish war was announced in Bucharest, Hristo
Brachkov and Vasil Popov organized the issuing of a newspaper called Bulgarian, with
the financial support of lvan Kavaldzhiev, Evlogi Georgiev and Konstantin Jirecek. The
firstissue came out on October 5th 1877. In June 1878 the printing press was moved
to Giurgiu, Romania. Being the only Bulgarian newspaper at the time of the war, it
closely followed the progress of the military operations and the outcomes of the peace
negotiations afterwards.

The newspaper also covered the first major event of our post-liberation history -
the Constituent Assembly, convened in Veliko Tarnovo on the grounds of article 4 of
the Decisions made at the Congress of Berlin. Dimitar Kotsov was sent to the old
capital in the role of newspaper correspondent.

On its pages the newspaper described the spirit of excitement in the old capital.
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
