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Abstract

One of the brilliant prehistoric civilizations in Europe flourished on the Balkan
Peninsula during the Chalcolithic period. The dynamic socio-economic processes in
the beginning of the Late Chalcolithic led to the creation of large cultural and histori-
cal complexes, one of which is Kodzhadermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI (KGK V).

The present study makes an attempt to reconstruct the relationships within
the KGK VI complex based on the use of adornments and the circumstances of
their production, storage and distribution.

The identity or similarity of shapes, techniques and/or materials proves the
existence of contacts between representatives of different cultural communities.
Although limited in quantity, the adornments played an important role in society.
Firstly, we should mention the anthropomorphically shaped adornments, which
were extremely popular. Along with the frequently met bone anthropomorphic figu-
rines, in the mound of Dyadovo a figurine was found having exact parallels in the
settliement mounds Nevsky and G. Delchev in the northern part of the complex.
