RHYTON WITH A FIGURE OF COQ-HORSE

Abstract

Rhytons ending with a horse protome were very popular in Thracian art. G.
Kitov had found a clay vase shaped as a figure of a cog-horse during his excava-
tions in Kroushova mogila, Sliven district. It dates back to the second half of the 4™
century BC. The article examines the place of this drinking vessel among the rhytons
discovered in Ancient Thrace and analyses the semantics of the hybrid figure of
the protome. Analogies are made with the role of the coq in the Bulgarian folklore.
