Abstract

In 2010 in the course of archaeological excavations of a Thracian mound
near the village of Dragodanovo, an interesting object was found out —a bead with
an engraved image of a human figure with multiple elements.The analysis of these
elements gives grounds to assume that an individual, who had apparently dealt
with secret, occult teachings — mysteries or an early form of Christian Gnosticism,
was buried there. In this context, one could raise the question: “How resistant the
secret teachings, such as Esoterism, are in our lands?” The discovery of such a
burial dated to the 3" century AD in the region of Sliven suggests that the buried
“dedicated”, who had lived in the first centuries of our era, is one of the last spiritual
mentors in the ancient Thracian society. The encrypted images and symbols
make it possible to see the world through the eyes of the ancient man.
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
