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of them is the Zlata Mogila mound (Altan tepe) which is impressive with its silhou-
ette. It was known under this name to the founders of the Bulgarian archaeology
the brothers Skorpil. Itis among the 50 biggest mounds in Bulgaria with its dimen-
sions -17,60 m high and diameter at the base 92 m.

The treasure hunters’ intervention in 2004 sets the beginning of the archaeo-
logical research. The excavations were carried out in 2 stages - 2004/2005 and
2011/2012. The skeletons of 8 horses and parts of two carriages were found at that
time together with two tombs built of bricks from the Roman period at the top of the
mound. At the foot of the mound has been studied a small mound with a laid in the
undisturbed by human activity layer of soil a marble container holding the remains
of two small children buried with inhumation. The bones belong to a 6-7 months old
fetus and a new-born infant who had died 6 months old.  This way of burial in a
costly facility like a sarcophagus, not typical for the common Thracian tradition,
and the burial under the mound may be regarded as an attempt to combine Thracian
burial practice with a coming from outside burial facility. A noteworthy fact is the
poor presence of artefacts -of glass bottle and clay pitcher. This may be due to a
later dating of the tomb, the second half of the Ill century AD and the possible
Christianization.
