Abstract

The fortification constructions were located on a ridge at the southern part of
| Udvoi Mountain. During the cited historical periods, the important thoroughfares,
- connecting Lower Moesia and Northeastern Thrace (present-day North and South
| Bulgaria), passed through there.

The characteristic features of the Terziya fortress and Krachana fortress were
clarified. Their role and importance for the defense, control and surveillance of the
ancient road connections — Kantardzhiya road and Druma,is presented.

These fortresses were an important defensive unit of the Balkan security sys-
tem during the mentioned periods.
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
