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Abstract

In the period 1878 — 1938 Nova Zagora was among the Bulgarian towns with
high rates of population increase, due to both natural and mechanicalgrowth, the
latter caused mostly by two large waves of refugees- immediately after the Libera-
tionin 1878 and after World War I. The values of the shares of non-Bulgarian ethnic
- groups were relatively small and variable over the years. In the early 20"century,the
Roma (Gypsy) ethnic group became the second largest group - after the Bulgarian
and before the Turkish. This was the most long-term and significant variation of the
population within the reviewed period. At that time, the town becamea non-conflict
. area of co-existence of the Bulgarian majority and the traditional Roma, Turkish,
- Armenian, Jewish and Russian minorities.
